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Austroads is the association of Australasian road transport and traffic agencies. Austroads’ purpose is to improve Australian and New Zealand transport outcomes by:

Austroads members are collectively responsible for the management of over 900,000 kilometres of roads valued at more than $200 billion representing the single largest community asset in Australia and New Zealand. 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A new report proposes a method that will allow Austroads member agencies to consistently report equivalent road condition data measurements.

The report summarises the current practices by member agencies to collect texture, cracking, strength and skid resistance data and includes a series of standard data output specifications that were developed after consultation with senior asset managers from each of the agencies. 

Of all the pavement condition parameters discussed it is envisaged that skid resistance will require the most effort to harmonise.

Member agencies are now in a position to assess the feasibility of the harmonisation methods and data output specifications proposed and how to best implement them.

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Used a single vehicle, with a profiler on the front and the 3D system on the rear (push-me pull-you, Dr Doolittle). Removes tracking issues. Set up to measure in same wheel paths 750mm either side of the centre line of the vehicle.
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5 repeat runs, loop length ≥10km
compare against reference data set
pass/fail criteria
R2 ≥ 0.95
Ave percentage difference ≤ 5%
